He had sgletters after his
name on his business card. We ended up talkingtaw pets, our rescue cats and eventually theereation lead to
the feline immunodeficiency virus (FIV). It wasthts point this very intelligent man told me timat had it on good au-
thority (apparently a friend was a vet) that in sorases FELINE immunodeficiency virus can be tratsctto humans.
I had to pick my jaw up off the floor. Here aréesv common myths and truths about FIV.

1. FIV can be spread from cats to humansFeline immunodeficiency virus is called suchaese it is specific to
cats just as HIV (Human immunodeficiency virus$pecific to humans and SIV (Simian Immunodeficienc
Virus) is specific to monkeys and primates. Husnda not get feline leukemia, nor do we pick up .FiWhat
is true is that FIV is found in all cats from tlaegest lion to the smallest house cats.

2. Mother cats easily pass the virus to their kittes. In most cases, this is not true. While mogeki that are
still nursing will test positive, due to the amtibes they have picked up from mom, after about4dneonths
most kittens will test negative for the virus. elVirus is most likely spread by intact, adult medés fighting for
females — another reason to spay and neuter wabsir ¢

3. FIV is easily transferred from cat to cat Unlike some other kitty diseases that can besteared by cats
grooming each other or even sneezing on each fikeupper respiratory infections, they spready\easily
like colds in humans), it is pretty difficult fane cat to transfer FIV to other cats. Fight isrtiest common
method of transmission: the virus passes fromoan¢o another through deep intramuscular bitengleu Nor-
mally daily contact between cats — grooming edbkrp sharing food and water bowls, playing togetbiearing
litter boxes — does not transfer the virus.

World’s Best Cat Litter (WBCL) claims that theittér: ends odor, clumps the quickest, scoops thiestalasts the
longest and is pet, people and planet friendlys thade from whole kernel corn and is 100% najueslewable and
biodegradable. They had two types: regular clugngimd a multi-cat version with an “added all natptant derivative
for enhanced odor control”.

Now this stuff is pricy — at least to me. | wayipg about $13 for a 35 pound bucket of Tidy CattMeat litter, or
$0.37 per pound. The regular clumping version of/Best Cat Litter (at PetsMart) is $7.99 foraupds or $1.14 per
pound and $8.49 for 7 pounds of the multi-cat wersir $1.21 per pound.

| bought a total of 4 bags — 2 bags of each. R@triansition, | mixed it with about half of a caimer (17 pounds or so)
of the Tidy Cats | was using. So each litter beseived about 1/3 clumping WBCL, 1/3 multi-cat WB&hd 1/3 Tidy
Cats cat litter.

But since the transition abduhonths ago | have
not had to add any litter to the boxes apart frammal monthly dumping.

With 5 cats | clean my litter boxes twice a day bdid try a 2 days not cleaning the litter boxesd &ad a friend come
by. The odor was virtually undetectable. Theltittas a slightly odd odor to it when you get wgselto it after it has
been used but it isn’t bad — rather earthy. Whenlitter boxes are cleaned regularly you virtudibn’t notice them.

Tracking wise | still noticed a bit of a mess odésmy boxes but | would consider this no worst tivaat traditional
clumping litters track. The litter is almost coragdly dust free.

Overall I've been pretty impressed with the WorlBast Cat Litter and | am actually saving a litileof money (4
seven pound bags runs me about $33 per month, eppo$ thirty-five pound contains at about $36 mpenth) and
overall my house smells better. The most importiaing is that the cats seem to like it and donftdrusing it and
keeping them happy and healthy is the most impottang.

There seems to be a misconception about declaviitemy people think declawing is like removing ydimgernails. | know!
Yikes! But wait, that's not what it's like at allt would be like someone cutting off your fingeitsthe first knuckle. Itisn’t just a
procedure to remove the claw, but an actual amipuatat

Most mammals walk on the soles of the paws or fagtwe cats walk on our toes. Our back, shoulgin and leg joints, muscles,
tendons, ligaments and nerves are naturally dedigmesupport and distribute our weight across oastas we walk, run, and climb.
We also use our claws for balance, for exercisamgl, for stretching the muscles in our legs, bactuklers, and paws. We stretch
these muscles by digging our claws into a surfackepailling back against our own clawhold (similaigometric exercising for
humans). This is the ONLY way we can exercisetatrand tone the muscles in our back and shoul@enstoes help our feet meet
the ground at a precise angle to keep the leg,ldéioand back muscles and joints in proper aligrtnfiRemoval of the last digits of
the toes causes our feet to meet the ground atrzatwral angle that can cause back pain similahiat happens to you when you
wear improper shoes.

Like | said, declawing isn’t just removing the clvbut an amputation and it’s isn't just an ampatabf the claw itself. The de-
clawing procedure would consist of amputating tt®le phalanx (up to the joint), including bonegalnents, and tendons! To re-
move the claw, the bone, nerve, joint capsuleatadal ligaments, and the extensor and flexor teadoust all be amputated. Then
imagine this surgery times 10! We have ten clawghat’s ten individual, painful surgeries in orisitv

There can be physical and behavioral complicatidtse physical complications can be excruciatinig pdgamage to the radial
nerve, hemorrhage, bone chips that prevent healaigful regrowth of the deformed claw inside tla@vpwhich is not visible to the
eye, and chronic back and joint pain.

Often times a cat’s personality will change aftelealaw surgery. Some cats become nervous, fearfalygressive. You know
what we do when are nervous and can’t defend oigselWe bite. It's natural for anything (human threowise) to want to protect
themselves when they feel intimidated. The consttate of feeling defenseless can take its tol eat’'s body, which makes us
vulnerable to other diseases.
