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IT’S A LITTLE PERSONAL 
 
 
After some debate, I have decided to talk about something that’s a bit embarrassing, in hopes it will help some other kitties out there.  
I must warn you, some of what I have to say is a little bit indelicate, so you might want to stop reading if you’re squeamish. 
 
Normally when my Dad takes a shower, my siblings and I hang out in the bathroom so we can be sure we don’t miss anything funny, 
like if he steps on the soap and falls down.  But one day a couple of months ago, I had another mission in mind.  While Dad was lath-
ering up, I climbed up in the sink and sat there waiting.  As soon as he started to get out, I stood up, positioned myself, and peed right 
there in the sink.

I was found all alone in the woods by this big scary thing called a 
dog.  He tried to play with me but I wasn’t too happy about it.  The dog’s mom sent a message to this nice lady who came and got me 
and she became my very own mom.  I was only 6 weeks old when all of that happened but I remember it like it was yesterday.  I now 
have a nice place to live with lots of food and toys, and other cats to play with too.  Sometimes I find really neat stuff to do like turn-
ing over all of the rugs in the house or eating the cardboard out of the Turbo Scratcher.  Now THAT is FUN! 
 
And that leads us right into my question.  Baxter, why is it that when I am having the most fun some other folks mysteriously show 
up?  I hear my mom calling to them all the time.  One of them is named “No, No”.  I have never actually seen this person but he 
shows up A LOT.
